Roy W. Kabian Memorial Park (Kabian Park or Park) is a 640.42-acre reserve located at 28001 Goetz Road in the City of Perris, California. The Park
includes approximately 1 acre of developed space and 639 acres of hiking and equestrian trails owned and managed by the Riverside County Regional
Park and Open-Space District (RivCo Parks, District). The main entrance to the Park is located north along Kabian Park Road in the southeastern corner
of the Park, with an unpaved gravel pad to provide parking. RivCo Parks was granted funds by the California Resources Agency Department of Parks
and Recreation, Off-Highway Motor Vehicle Recreation Division, for restoration activities within the Park. The Project includes approximately 3 miles of
unauthorized trail restoration, installation of approximately 20,000 square feet of perimeter fencing, restoration of native habitat on up to 35 acres of other
lands, and installation of gates, and signage; to restore native habitat and prevent future unauthorized OHV use.
